                                             Grading Players

This form has been developed by your Division Managers and should help you in assigning a level to each player. You should start assigning a level to each player after your first game. This will either be a confirmation of what you received from the childs previous coach or a reassessment of what you actually see.

After each game you should reassess each player to either confirm their level or to raise or lower them. This will help you to develop your next practice as it will give you an overview of your team as a whole and individually. Hopefully now you will be able to design your practices to reinforce your Player’s strengths and improve their weakness’ and to keep each level of Player involved and Challenged.

Assigning a level to your players is important for many reasons. 

1) It allows you to assess the development of the player over the season.

2) It allows soccer as a whole to track the progress of each player and to assess their development and what they/we need to do to improve Player Development as a whole.

3) It will give you the ability to talk to each player and let them know what it is they need to do to become a better player

4) When your Div Manager comes to collect your Player Assessments at the end of the Season you will already have it and won’t have to scramble to do it

This will also help you as a coach to develop as you will be able to see if you are being successful in your practices to develop your players. If you are not please approach your Player Development VP Frank Ball and his assistant Charlene Davidson for some help in your coaching development. They may be able to give you some tips to improve your practices.

It is important that you remember that you are Coaching to achieve Player Development and not Team Success. If you develop your Players you will at some point achieve team success. 

You should grade your success as a Coach by 


1) How many of your players are better at the end of the season than at the beginning

2) How many of your players stay with the game at any level

3) How many of your players go on to higher levels such as Metro, Provincial teams, IPL, Y league and National Programs

4) How many of your players go on to get Scholarships at a College or University Level.

5) How many of your players achieve Professional Status.

Please remember that you have a unique influence on each player. It is amazing to see successful Players recount how they remember and attribute their success right from their Youth Coaches through to their last Coach. It is also interesting to hear Recreational Players recount how they attribute their love of the game to the passion that their Youth Coaches instilled in them. It may be unfair to you as a Coach but you can be responsible for a Players continuing love of the game or for them dropping it. Lets all help Soccer grow by developing a passion for the game in our Player’s.
