U9-U10 girls, Brad: no issues except questions about goals – they don’t seem to all be there.

U13-15 girls, Sue – everything’s good, except problems with equipment room key. A message was left with CRA because the lock is extremely difficult to open.  A little imbalance in teams as there are two really strong teams and 2 so-so teams. Hope teams are more even in the fall.

U11-12 girls, Mike – not as smooth as the fall. Going from 6-10 teams has been challenging. A suggestion was made to arrange games through the week instead of practice, so that all teams get to play each other.  There are also challenges with players having other commitments. Refs have been missing games, but the ones who have shown up are really excellent.
